A similar partnership existed for the first book; 30,000 copies of Hot Apple
Cider were presented as gifts to women and couples across Canada and the United States.

A Second Cup of Hot Apple Cider, which will be sold through bookstores and other retail
channels, will be available this spring, making it the perfect choice for Mother's Day, Father's Day, or
summer reading.
